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he metaphor of the "Lost Childhood" represents

the lost past, a past that we can examine from

the various aspects of psychological, social-
psychological, sociological, literary and historical
discourse on the level of the individual, of particular
groups or of society as a whole. "Childhood" may be
lost in two ways: it may result from distinct traumatic
events or sustained periods of trauma which may lead
to disruptions of normal development, or the traumatic
experiences defensively shrink the memory of the
past. This "jolted time" cannot undergo conscious
processing and is not subject to open discussion and
mutual evaluation. The lack of this elaboration impacts
both the future of the individual and society. Even today
our region is not free from trauma caused by wars and
ethnic conflicts.

Rapid social and economic changes bring about shifts
and, often, a crisis of social values with widely different
consequences. The negative effects increasingly atfect
the generation growing up today by threatening their
childhood the potential for a normal development
which can take forms such as neglected and abused
children, drug abuse, to name just some. The
conference will touch upon the problems rooted in
political and ethnic contflicts, of the current crisis zones
among many others that of the countries of the former
Yugoslavia as well as the difficulties of the post-Cold-
War generation growing up now.

The fifth international conference of the Sandor
Ferenczi Society provides a forum of cooperation for
the representatives of the social sciences in the study
and treatment of the various individual and social
traumas; establishes a dialogue between theorcticians
and psychotherapists to share their latest experiences,
methods and results of research, and to foster coope-
ration in Europe and overseas.

The "Lost Childhood" conference in Budapest is the first
of an international conference trilogy. The second one
“Lost Childhood and the Language of Exile" will take
place in London: May 12-13, 2001. The third event will
be organized in Paris November 23-24, 2001. lIts
theme will be "Mother, Motherland, Mother Tongue".
